and concluding at 1:30 P.M. The mixed choirs will perform on Saturday at the Pike Performing Arts Center beginning
at 2:30 P.M. and concluding at 8:28 P.M. Award ceremonies for each category will be held following each Saturday
segment -- Bands in the Lawrence Central Auditorium at 7:50 P.M. -- Orchestras in Pike High School Main Gym at
1:45 P.M. — Mixed Choirs in Pike Performing Arts Center at 8:40 P.M.

The State Champion Band, Orchestra, Univoiced Choir and Mixed Choir, will each be awarded a $1,000 “Winners
Drink Milk” scholarship for one of its students, courtesy of the American Dairy Association Indiana and Prairie Farms
Dairy.
